As we embark on a new academic year, I am delighted to welcome more pupils that ever back 
to Ysgol Dyffryn Aman. We are excited about the year ahead and the opportunities it brings for 
learning, growth, and development.

Attendance 
Regular attendance is crucial for any child’s academic success, wellbeing, and overall 
development. We expect all pupils to attend school every day unless they are unwell or have a 
valid reason for absence. To notify the school of your child’s absence, our preferred method of 
communication is via the ‘report absence’ function on Class Charts. If you don’t have your login 
details for Class Charts, please contact the school.  
 
Uniform 
Whilst walking the school site and visiting classrooms this week, it has been a pleasure to see pupils 
wearing their school uniform with pride. I would like to thank you all for your continued support 
with this as we strive for excellence as a school community. Here is a reminder of the school’s 
expectations regarding uniform. As a supportive measure, we will offer pupils who arrive to school 
with uniform concerns, clean items to borrow from Hwb Gofal. Pupils have the opportunity before, 
and during registration time each morning to visit Hwb Gofal to help make sure they are ready to 
learn. This removes confrontation and ensures pupils’ start to the day is as positive as possible. In 
addition to this I would like to reiterate our expectation as a school community that pupils must 
wear skirts of an appropriate length. This helps maintain a respectful atmosphere within the school 
and it encourages our pupils to dress in a manner that is considerate of others and aligns with the 
school’s values.
